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Abstract

Write a one paragraph abstract describing your project.  Explain the design problem that was to be solved and how your team went about solving the problem. The paragraph should end with a concluding sentence.

1. Introduction

You should use this section to introduce the design problem more fully.  Also briefly review previous literature and old design solutions.  The introduction should end with a few sentences into how you are going to solve the design problem.

2. Length

The conference paper should be kept to about 3 to 4 pages in length.  Therefore, is should be a quick summary of your full design project report.

3. Margins

Please keep the left margin at 1.5” for binding.  All other margins should be at 1”.   Use full justification for the text.
4. Fonts

For Title use Times New Roman Bold [12], for the authors name use Times New Roman Italic [11], for any company affiliation, use Times New Roman [11], otherwise if there is no affiliation, remove the line, for the main text use Times New Roman [10].
5. Figures and Tables

Please try to keep the Figures and Tables to one column.  If necessary, Figures and Tables can span the whole page but stay inside the margins.  Please number all figures and tables as below (see Figure 1) and reference all figures and tables in the text.  The word Figure 1 or Table 1 should be capitalized in the text when you are referring to them.  Figure captions should appear below the figure as shown in Figure 1.

6. Referencing System
Number your references consecutively in square brackets [3] as they appear in your text.  Figures and data in tables should reference to their original source, if the data is not your own.  References should be placed at the end of the conference paper.
7. What to Hand In 
Please hand in the printed paper in hard format (un-stapled please) as well as electronically on a floppy disk or CD-Rom in Word or WordPerfect.
8. Conclusions and Recommendations

Your team’s conference paper should end with a summary of the main conclusions of your full length report.  Recommendations can then be drawn from the conclusions.
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
